If all goes as planned, we will be in the building by early September, and have our
Grand Opening and ribbon-cutting ceremony on October 5th.

The 365 Center Update (July 20)

The lease is signed, the engineer has completed his drawings, the construction crew has been
enlisted, and build-out will begin this week on our new worship-word ministry center. A team of
365ers is also designing and building the stage. Other teams are researching equipment needs:
i.e. chairs, children's, foyer, et. We are also very busy enlisting the servants needed for our
move to multiple worship opportunities starting in September (see below).

All is on "GO" for a fall start!



Step One: Remember Our Vision

This facility will serve as a central base
in order to equip, train and release people
to create satellite extension centers in
Winchester, Charlestown, Martinsburg,
Hagerstown, Falling Waters, and other
locations in the tri-state region.

Our vision from day one has been
multiple mid-size congregations of 200-300
people tied together as one church family,
but reaching people more strategically in
multiple locations rather than building a
huge church in one location. In this way we
keep the church "family-sized" where
people can connect and serve rather than a
mega-size that too often simply becomes an
event to attend on Sunday morning.

We remain an inner city ministry
driven church since we will be taking
ministry teams into the inner city each week
for hands on service of city residents. We
had hoped to stay within the city limits but
after dozens of buildings being looked at
over the last three years and deep prayer,
that door was closed.

To accommodate the anticipated
growth once we move into our new facility,
we will have two (9am & 11am) morning
worship experiences. Each service will
provide childcare and children's ministry.

Teens and adults have the opportunity to
attend one service and serve at another in
some area of weekend ministry.

The new fall line-up will be as follows:

1 Sunday Mornings, 9 and 11 am Worship
Services: Teens and adults in worship;
children's ministry for birth-5th grade

1 Sunday Evenings, 6 pm: Middle School
and High School events

1 Tuesdays, 7:07 pm: The Power Center
~ A deep worship-prayer-equipping
gathering of people from all over our
region seeking God

1 Thursdays: Leadership courses, worship
team/band rehearsal,

1 Saturday Morning Kid's Explosion: Inner
city ministry for children on site

9 Saturday Night Live: A worship
experience geared to a younger crowd

Step Two: Keep Giving Your
